State Initiatives
- Rolled out in 2006-07 in Bilaspur district (Pilot project)
- Sectors covered : Irrigation, Forestry, Agriculture and Rural Roads

Strategy
- Weave together the objectives of employment guarantee and
overall objectives of the development schemes under state plan /

non- plan, and central plan in these sectors.

- ldentify resource gaps in these schemes and dovetail the labour
component with EGS and thus achieve synergy and optimize productive
utilization of resources (e.g., Requirement of funds for annual maintenance of
forest roads: Rs.14 cr., Budget provision : Rs.4 cr.). Thus, total resource
allocation upscaled by > 60%

- Irrigation and water conservation Rs 21.17 cr.
- Drought proofing/plantation Rs 3.50 cr.
- Land development Rs 5.88 cr.

Outcome of Bilaspur initiative
Additional irrigation potential created in 1500 hect. (Food Security)

39 out of 48 inaccessible villages in the district connected by all-weather roads —
no need for advance stocking of food grains for monsoon

Plantation area increased by 40% (departmental 11,000 hect vs EGS 4062 hect.)

Later, Bilaspur model was unfolded in other district S

field channels (Irrigation), Entry point activity (NAP), micro irrigation (Agriculture)

- To support operations not covered by Plan schemes e.g. processing and value
addition (NAP)

Address critical livelihood problems of marginalize d sections : instrument
of inclusive growth

- Land development
- Creation of irrigation facilities (dug wells) in their lands

- Convergence with other plan schemes: RKVY (seed, fertilizer), concessional
agricultural credit, NHM, IAY, SGSY, Total Sanitation Mission etc,.
